The Book of Daniel

Chapter 1 “Four Young Israelites at the Babylonian Court”
Chapter 2 “Nubuchadnezzar’s Dream
Chapter 3 “The Golden Image”

Isaiah leaves us with irrefutable evidence of his gift for
communicating the vision of God. When he accepted the prophetic
call, he put his vow, “Here am |, send me” at the bottom of a blank
page and let God fill in the details. Little did he know about the future.
Only a genuine love for his rebellious people and an unswerving
commitment to trust God motivated him to begin a journey of faith
that took him into the courts of the kings, onto the streets of the city,
and up to the watchtower high on the walls where he proclaimed the
Word of God without fear or favortism. Other prophets accepted the
same call and spoke with the same boldness. Isaiah, however,
stands apart as the greatest of the Old Testament prophets because
he broke new ground by prophesying far beyond his time,
maintaining into the future the integrity of his message.

The Book of Jonah isn’t your standard book of prophecy.
Jonah who reluctantly takes God’s message to Assyrian city that God
will destroy their city in 40 days. Jonah apparently fears the
Assyrians more than fears God, so he boards a ship headed in the
opposite direction. Jonah tries to run away from God. A fear storm
arises and so appease God, the sailors throw Jonah overboard. The
prophet is swallowed by a large fish and three days later the fish
vomits Jonah onto a beach. The point of the story is that God cares
about everyone, not just the Jews, is a point repeated throughout the
Bible.
