Psalms 146-150 are an apt conclusion to the Book of

Psalms. They all begin with "Hallelujah” (Hebrew for "Praise the
Lord™). Each of these five psalms is filled with praise for the
Almighty God who reigns forever and offers comfort to those who
hope in the Lord.

Psalm 146 is an exhortation to trust in the Lord: (Do not put your
trust in princes, in mortal men, who cannot save. v 3)

Psalm 147 praises God, the Creator, for his special mercies to
Israel: ("The Lord builds up Jerusalem; he gathers the exiles of
Israel.” v. 2)

Psalm 148 is a call to all things in Creation to praise the
Lord: (“Praise him, sun, and moon, praise him all you shining
stars.” v. 3)

Psalm 149 is a Praise of God for the high honor bestowed on his
people: ("Let Israel rejoice in their Maker; let the people of Zion
be glad in their King." v. 2)

Psalm 150, the final psalm, is full of praise for the Lord, our
God: (“"Let everything that has breath praise the Lord. Praise the
Lord." v 6)
