The book of Isaiah

Chapter 40 “God’s People Are Comforted”
Chapter 41 “Israel Assured of God’s Help”
Chapter 42 “The Servant, a Light to the Nations”

In the book of Zechariah we see how the prophet continues the work
of Haggai by re-building the temple and also the nation. Despite the
pain and suffering of the Israelites, God is always in control which the
main message of this book. Chapter 14 speaks about the Messiah
more than any other book of the Old Testament, with the exception
of Chapter 66 in the book of the Prophet Isaiah.

In the book of Malachi, the prophet tells the people to stop sacrificing
sick crippled animals, which is not to offer God insincere worship.
God also instructs Malachi to teach the Israelites to tithe. Jesus is
coming to bring Justice and healing. The Israelites need to follow
this teaching by seeking justice for the helpless and healing for the
spiritually sick. Malachi condemns cheating in marriage or lying in
court or taking advantage of the workers, or ignoring the poor and
swindling the foreigners.
